BIG SANDY, Texas—Earlier this week many of my friends and I observed the
Feast of Tabernacles. This specific festival is listed among the other festivals
found in Leviticus 23. The Feast of Tabernacles is found in verses 33-43.

In the instructions to Moses, the Eternal mentioned that there was to be a
special commemoration on the first and eighth days of the festival (verses
35 and 39).

Millennial reign

There are many valuable lessons that a Christian can learn by keeping the
eight days.

One valuable lesson is that the first seven days of the Feast picture the mil-
lennial reign of Jesus Christ.

Revelation 20:6—“Blessed and holy is he who has part in the first resurrec-
tion. Over such the second death has no power, but they shall be priests of
God and of Christ, and shall reign with Him a thousand years.”

What lies beyond

Many Christians like to meditate about how the eighth day of the Feast pic-
tures what lies beyond the Millennium.

Revelation 20:7-9—“Now when the thousand years have expired, Satan will
be released from his prison and will go out to deceive the nations which are
in the four corners of the earth, Gog and Magog, to gather them together to
battle, whose number is as the sand of the sea. They went up on the breadth
of the earth and surrounded the camp of the saints and the beloved city. And
fire came down from God out of heaven and devoured them.”

Revelation 20:11-12—“Then I saw a great white throne and Him who sat on
it, from whose face the earth and the heaven fled away. And there was found
no place for them. And I saw the dead, small and great, standing before God,
and books were opened. And another book was opened, which is the Book of
Life. And the dead were judged according to their works, by the things which
were written in the books.”

Revelation 21:1-4—“Now I saw a new heaven and a new earth, for the first
heaven and the first earth had passed away. Also there was no more sea.
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Then I, John, saw the holy city, New Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven
from God, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband. And I heard a loud
voice from heaven saying, ‘Behold, the tabernacle of God is with men, and
He will dwell with them, and they shall be His people. God Himself will be with
them and be their God. And God will wipe away every tear from their eyes;
there shall be no more death, nor sorrow, nor crying. There shall be no more
pain, for the former things have passed away.’ ”

Revelation 21:10-14—“And he carried me away in the Spirit to a great and
high mountain, and showed me the great city, the holy Jerusalem, descend-
ing out of heaven from God, having the glory of God. Her light was like a most
precious stone, like a jasper stone, clear as crystal. Also she had a great and
high wall with twelve gates, and twelve angels at the gates, and names writ-
ten on them, which are the names of the twelve tribes of the children of
Israel: three gates on the east, three gates on the north, three gates on the
south, and three gates on the west. Now the wall of the city had twelve foun-
dations, and on them were the names of the twelve apostles of the Lamb.”

Revelation 21:15-21—“And he who talked with me had a gold reed to meas-
ure the city, its gates, and its wall. The city is laid out as a square; its length
is as great as its breadth. And he measured the city with the reed: twelve
thousand furlongs. Its length, breadth, and height are equal. Then he meas-
ured its wall: one hundred and forty-four cubits, according to the measure of
a man, that is, of an angel. The construction of its wall was of jasper; and the
city was pure gold, like clear glass. The foundations of the wall of the city
were adorned with all kinds of precious stones: the first foundation was
jasper, the second sapphire, the third chalcedony, the fourth emerald, the
fifth sardonyx, the sixth sardius, the seventh chrysolite, the eighth beryl, the
ninth topaz, the tenth chrysoprase, the eleventh jacinth, and the twelfth
amethyst. The twelve gates were twelve pearls: each individual gate was of
one pearl. And the street of the city was pure gold, like transparent glass.”

Revelation 21:22-27—“But I saw no temple in it, for the Lord God Almighty and
the Lamb are its temple. The city had no need of the sun or of the moon to shine
in it, for the glory of God illuminated it. The Lamb is its light. And the nations
of those who are saved shall walk in its light, and the kings of the earth bring
their glory and honor into it. Its gates shall not be shut at all by day (there shall
be no night there). And they shall bring the glory and the honor of the nations
into it. But there shall by no means enter it anything that defiles, or causes an
abomination or a lie, but only those who are written in the Lamb’s Book of Life.”

Revelation 22:1-5—“And he showed me a pure river of water of life, clear as
crystal, proceeding from the throne of God and of the Lamb. In the middle of
its street, and on either side of the river, was the tree of life, which bore
twelve fruits, each tree yielding its fruit every month. The leaves of the tree
were for the healing of the nations. And there shall be no more curse, but the
throne of God and of the Lamb shall be in it, and His servants shall serve Him.
They shall see His face, and His name shall be on their foreheads. There shall
be no night there: They need no lamp nor light of the sun, for the Lord God
gives them light. And they shall reign forever and ever.”
