* Experience is a teacher

We have a lens (paradigm) through which we see life.

A person sees life through his varied life experiences.

We are affected by the positive and the negative experiences.

A positive person tends to see a set of circumstances through a
positive lens.

A negative person tends to see a set of circumstances through a
negative lens.

An angry person sees life through the lens of his anger.

A bitter person sees life through the lens of his bitterness.

An inexperienced person sees life through a gullible or naive lens.

If a person does not have many life experiences (due to being at a
young age or due to being sheltered at a later age), his life
perspective will generally be more narrow than others.
