Thomas (the Twin) said about Lazarus — “let us go that we may die with
him”

(also called the Twin in John 20:24 and John 21:2)

According to gotquestions.org:

“The Bible does not name Thomas’s twin. The best we can do is speculate. Some believe
that Thomas and Matthew may have been twins, because their names often appear together in
Biblical lists of disciples.”

The ‘Acts of Thomas’ is an apocryphal book that suggests Thomas was called ‘Twin’
because he looked like Jesus. In the Syrian church, Thomas is believed to be the twin brother of
Jesus. Another gnostic writing, the ‘Gospel of Thomas’ reinforces such claims of secret
knowledge about Thomas, even expounding on his fate.” [ Allegedly martyred with spears by the
hand of a king in India.]

I will not believe

“reach your finger here, and look at My hands; reach your hand here and
put it into My side — do not be unbelieving, but believing”

Thomas said — “My Lord and my God!”

Christ did say — “Thomas, because you have seen Me, you have believed —
Blessed are those who have not seen and yet have believed”
