Not setting dates

Many people havetold methat they love
the way that | talk about prophecy.

B They have told me that they respect
the fact that | stay far away from setting
dates about the return of the Messiah.

B They have told me that they love the
fact that | focus upon Christian living.

Let meremind you why | recommend that
people stay far away from setting dates.

Please read Revelation 22:18-19. The apos-
tle John quoted extremely strong words about
adding to the words of the book of Revela-
tion and taking away from the words of the
book of Revelation.

B Revelation 22:18—"If anyone addsto
these things, God will add to him the plagues
that are written in this book.”

B Revelation 22:19—"If anyone takes away
from the words of the book of prophecy,
God shdll take away his part from the Book
of Life”

Yikes!

Someone could ask me: “Do you redly
think God will enforce those corrective words
written by John?’

Here are some thoughts.

B God is very forgiving.

B Since most professing Chrigtians vio-
late these two verses by saying their own

words, | believe that the Father and Son will
show their magnanimous forgivenessto re-
pentant people.

W Please do not be influenced by those
who set dates (Jeremiah 23:16-21).

B And please continueto personaly avoid
the mistake of spesking words for God—
that He has not spoken.

Let's look at some events involving the
second coming of the Messiah recorded in
the Gospel of Mark.

Watching events

B Mark 13:1-4—Four disciples asked the
Chrigt for the sign of prophecy events.
According to the Son of God, watching world
eventsis part of Hisinstruction. (We watch
world events to exhibit the proper behavior
toward the Father and Son.)

B Mark 13:5-6—Do not be deceived by
what you see and hear. “Many” will come
in Christ's name, claiming to be Him, and
will deceive many.

B Mark 13:7-8—When you watch, you
will observe: wars, rumors of wars, nations
rising against nations, kingdomsrising against
kingdoms, earthquakes, famines and other
troubles.

Responding to bad situations

When bad things happen, what will your
response be?

B Mark 13:9—How will you respond when
they deliver you up to councils? How will
you respond when you are beaten in the syna
gogue? How will you respond when you will
be brought before rulers and kings (to give
atestimony) for Christ’s sake?
