He 

will give you” 
 24  “until now, you have asked nothing in My name; ask, and you will 

receive,

James 4:2-3  you do not have because you do not ask – you ask and you do not receive, 

because you ask amiss (that you may spend it on your pleasures) 
1 John 5:14-15 “this is the confidence that we have in Him, that if we ask anything 

according to His will, He hears us – and if we know that He hears 
us, whatever we ask, we know that we have the petitions that we 
have asked of Him” 

Dan. 3:17-18  “if that is the case, our God whom we serve is able to deliver us from the 
burning fiery furnace, and He will deliver us from your hand – but 
if not, let it be known to you, Oh king, that we will not serve your 
gods, nor will we worship the gold image which you have set up” 

Matt. 26:39  Son of God – “Oh My Father, if it is possible, let this cup pass from Me; 
nevertheless, not as I will, but as You will” 

   42  Son of God – “Oh My Father, if this cup cannot pass away from Me unless 
I drink it, Your will be done”
