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Ur of the Chaldees

Terah lived 70 years — begot, Abram, Nahor and Haran
Haran begot Lot

Haran died — Ur of the Chaldees

Abram and Nahor took wives — Abram’s wife was Sarai
Sarai was barren

Toward land of Canaan — lived in Haran

Terah took his son Abram and his grandson Lot — and they went from Ur
of the Chaldeans toward the land of Canaan

at age 250, Terah died — in town of Haran

time to leave this geographical area

“I will make you a great nation” — “I will bless you and make your name

great” — “and you shall be a blessing”

“I will bless those who bless you, and I will curse him who curses you;

and
in you all the families of the earth shall be blessed”

On to the land of Canaan

Abram departed — 75 years old

to the land of Canaan

“Unto your descendants [ will give this land”
built an altar to the Lord

To Egypt

famine — went to Egypt
Pharaoh showed an interest in Sarai
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Back to Canaan

left Egypt

Abram — very rich in cattle, silver & gold

returned to the altar

Lot had flocks, herds and tents

not enough pasture for the 2 families

the servants of the 2 families — quarreled

Abram to Lot — please, let there be no strife between you and me — no
strife between our servants

Abram instructed Lot to choose a location

Lot chose the plains of Jordan — to the east

Abram stayed in Canaan

the men in Sodom were wicked

God gave this land to Abram and his seed

battle — 4 kings against 5 kings

victors looted Sodom and Gomorrah

victors captured Lot (who dwelt in Sodom)

someone escaped and told Abram

318 men of Abram recovered the good & saved Lot

king of Sodom met with Abram

Melchizedek (king of Salem) — brought bread and wine — he was the priest
of the Most High

Melchizedek blessed Abram

Abram gave Melchizedek a tithe of all (his spoils)

the patriarch Abraham gave a tenth of the spoils

king of Sodom said to Abram — give me the people, but keep the goods

Abram took only enough food for his men
