Luke 24:49  “behold, I send the promise of My Father upon you – tarry in the city of 

Jerusalem, until you be filled with power from on high” 
Acts 2:4  filled with the Holy Spirit – (a tremendous power) 

38  receive the gift of the Holy Spirit 
2 Cor. 1:19  the Son of God was preached among you – “in Him was yes” 

  20  the promises of God – in Him 
  21-22 God establishes us in Christ – sealed by the Spirit (as a deposit)
