How did the Son of God show Peace & Unity among brethren?

Matt. 22:36-39 He Loved God — He Loved His Neighbor (as He loved Himself)
Conviction & Compassion

Love the Father — (and the Son)
Love yourself
Love other people

Right hand of fellowship — James, Peter & John — Paul & Barnabas

Gal. 2:6 Paul understood — God shows no personal favoritism
7-8 Paul went to the un-circumcised — Peter went to the circumcised
9 right hand of fellowship
11 Paul withstood Peter

13 even Barnabas got carried away

What did James sow?

swift to hear — slow to speak — slow to wrath

if anyone among you thinks he is religious (but does not bridle his tongue)
wonderful characteristics

sown in peace — by those who make peace

What did Peter sow?

Peter wrote to elders — (servants)
not by compulsion — but willingly
not for dishonest gain — but eagerly
not lording over — but being an example
when the Chief Shepherd appears — you will receive the crown of glory

What did John sow?
recognize the difference between Diotrephes & Demitrius
What did Barnabas sow?

Barnabas — son of encouragement
Barnabas — took Saul to the apostles
Barnabas — separation from Paul

What did Paul sow?

meekness & gentleness — progressing to boldness

Paul — appealed to Philemon to accept Onesimus

receive him as you would me — if he owes you money, charge me

pleading — that people speak the same thing — what exactly?

do not rally — around people

could not speak to you as spiritual people — had to speak as carnal, babes

correction

encouragement

warning

because of your knowledge, shall the weak brother perish? — (the weak
brother for whom Christ died?)

give no offense to the Jews, Greeks or the Church of God

mentioned them being contentious — “I do not praise you”

I hear that there are divisions — and I believe it

there must be factions — to see the difference

poor behavior

the symbols about the suffering and death of our Savior
